PHACELIA 

180 - 1,500 pounds honey per acre, depending on soil quality and depth; 300-1000 pounds of pollen. 
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BACHELOR BUTTONS 

Bee on a Bachelor Button 



BORAGE 

minor, but can be major on cultivated area 200 pounds honey per acre; 60-160 pounds pollen  



BUCKWHEAT 

can be; dark honey with distinct flavor; granulates quickly  



CLOVER 

major - up to 500 pounds per acre in a good year
